	About the Organizer 
	Ningbo Polytechnic (NP) is a full-time public higher polytechnic educational institution that was approved by the Ministry of Education. It is located in Beilun New Zone, which is consisted of Ningbo Economic and Technological Zone, the Free Trade Zone, Daxie Island Development Zone, Export Processing Zone and the Port Zone, adjacent to the Ningbo-Zhoushan Port.
Totaling 19 port areas including Zhenhai, Beilun, Daxie, Chuanshan and Meishan, Ningbo-Zhoushan Port runs 624 productive berths, among which 157 are 10,000 tonnage and above berths, with a total handling capacity of 774mln tons. The Port can handle 12.97mln containers on its 118 ocean-going trunk routes. 2015 witnessed a cargo throughput of 890mln tons, ranking NO.1 globally for 7 consecutive years. Containers handles totaled 20.63mln TEUs, ranking NO.4 in the world. The Port now has trade relations with over 600 ports in more than 100 countries and regions, with over 230 regular lines in operation. Cargo handled through sea- river transportation totaled over 200mln tons. With 20 cities open to sea-rail combined transport mode, the amount of cargo handled reaches 171,000 TEUs, sufficient for operating int’l container transit transport business.

This district is home to over a thousand foreign-invested enterprises, including 36 Top 500 businesses, and also accommodates a key manufacturing base for automobile parts, chemical engineering base, metallurgy and high-tech base. Covering over 50 hectares in area, NBPT enjoys a quiet while picturesque environment and well-equipped campus. The College also runs a hotel to receive guests from both home and abroad.
Due to its solid results in teaching, NBPT was approved as one of the first batch of model tertiary TVET institutions in 2006. With Prof. He Xiantu, Academician of Chinese Academy of Sciences, serving as the honorary president and renowned experts such as Prof. Zhu Gaofeng, Prof. Liu Shenggang, Prof. Pan Maoyuan, and Prof. Yang Jintu, Former Director General with the Ministry of Education, as senior advisors, NBPT has won awards in education achievements at both national and local levels, with teaching results duly recognized by the State Council. Major programs include electro-mechanics, mold, computer application, electronics and information, bio-chemical engineering, logistics etc., all of which are closely related to the local main industries. With a total enrollment of over 9,000 full-time students, the College also trains over 16,000 people on an annual basis. The businesses are quite satisfied with NBPT graduates, with a satisfaction rate over 90% and employment rate of 99%.
At present, NBPT has been honored as Vice Chairman Unit of “the National Demonstrative Vocational Colleges Collaboration Committee”, “Chinese Higher Education Cooperative Education Association” and “the National Vocational Education Research Unit”, the secretariat for the National Joint Conference of Presidents of Vocational Colleges and the host for China Vocational Education Network. NBPT also hosts the national teachers’ training base and China AID Vocational Training Center. 

The College has been continuously exploring the cooperation mechanism among government, industry and college in school-running, personnel training and students’ employment, recognized as “Ningbo Beilun Mode in Modern tertiary TVET in China” by education experts in China and Guangming Daily.

	Seminar Content
	The seminar aims to help participants understand Chinese history, national situation new achievements since the Reform and Opening-up Policy, and to grasp the basic theories of port management, the Chinese experience and practices in operation mode and port management. It is expected that participants shall combine theory and practice in the development of their own ports so as to improve their operation. The seminar also serves as a bridge between China and other developing countries in jointly developing port and transportation sector.
The seminar will be all through by theory study, forum, discussion, field survey and so on. We will also invite experts who are engaged in port logistics, transportation management and laws to give lectures to the trainees. During the seminar, teaching methods of in-class study and field survey will be adopted. We will arrange trainees to visit and investigate typical ports in China, such as Shanghai Ports and Shen Zhen and local enterprises and city building projects in Ningbo and Shen Zhen. Through the field investigation, trainees can have a better chance to view and experience the economic success of modern China vividly.
Theoretic study, forum discussion and field visits shall be organized during the seminar. Various experts and professors in port logistics, transportation regulation and legal affairs will be invited to give presentations. Participants shall visit Qingdao Port and Shanghai Port and visit Ningbo enterprises and the downtown area.

      In addition, the seminar will offer some featured lectures, such as "Chinese history" and "Briefing of Chinese national conditions", etc., so that participants will take a more objective and comprehensive understanding of China. Meanwhile, Chinese element activities will be arranged, such as paper cutting, Chinese Kongfu, tea art, calligraphy and so on. These activities will not only bring happiness and relaxation during the intensive training course, but also let participants experience and enjoy the charm of Chinese culture.
