	About the Organizer 
	Southern Medical University, formerly the First Military Medical University of Chinese People’s Liberation Army, was established in 1951. The University was demobilized in 2004 and was renamed as Southern Medical University. It is one of the first batch of national key universities in China. It has a great number of national and provincial level key disciplines. It has 17 schools, 6 affiliated hospitals, 7 post-doctoral research stations, 75 doctoral programs and 99 postgraduate programs. It has a faculty of 1100 senior professionals, and 3 of them are academicians. And it enjoys very extensive connections and cooperation with dozens of universities in USA, Japan etc.

Southern Medical University has been organizing the national foreign aid training programs since 1999. The foreign training center of the University, a detached garden-like compound on campus, is well equipped and has a professional management team. 	Training Content
	Focusing on the advanced theories and techniques of intensive care in China, the training course will arrange a set of related lectures, practices and clinical observations alternately. It will not only be a journey for China's national conditions and folk culture, but also a platform for promoting mutual understanding and friendship, enhancing medical service level, and expanding exchanges and cooperation. The course contents include: Intensive care concept, Construction and management of ICU, New treatment modes of critical illness, Intensive care paths, The status quo of ICU nursing in China, The application of monitoring techniques in ICU, Management of ICU monitoring techniques, Monitoring techniques of organs function, The prevention of nosocomial infection in ICU, The safe transfer of critical patients, etc. During the course, there will be a series of cultural activities, which include a tour to the coastal city-Qingdao, exchange programs with doctors in different hospitals, investigation of the poor rural area in Guangdong Province, some shopping activities in the city center, and a comprehensive tour of Guangzhou city.
