	The International Centre for Bamboo and Rattan (ICBR) was approved to be established in 2000 by State Commission Office for Public Sector Reform, the Ministry of Finance, the Ministry of Science and Technology, which was a non-profit research institution under the State Forestry Administration (SFA). Its mission is to directly serve the first China-based intergovernmental international organization - the International Network of Bamboo and Rattan (INBAR) - in supporting and cooperating with the work of INBAR to promote sustainable development of the international bamboo and rattan industries.

ICBR’s main responsibilities and tasks are: to launch scientific research in bamboo and rattan for better resource conservation, development and utilization; to carry out international cooperation and exchanges in related fields for INBAR member countries; to train senior professionals by disciplinary and personnel development; to spread out scientific R&D, technological services and promoting use of the products to speed up the bamboo industry; to unfold both international and domestic technical training; and to provide logistics support services to headquarter of INBAR.

Since 2005, sponsored by Ministry of Commerce and State Forestry Administration, ICBR organized 25 international seminars themed on bamboo & rattan or combating desertification; it has trained a total of 730 senior government officials, business executives and senior technical staff from 78 countries. These seminars play a very important role in promoting the development of bamboo and rattan sector and combating desertification worldwide. It is noteworthy that Mr. Ban Ki-moon, the Secretary General of the United Nations sent a congratulatory message for International Seminar on the Combating Desertification for African Countries in 2011.

	Sponsored by Ministry of Commerce of China, ICBR will organize the Seminar on Bamboo and Rattan Standardization for Developing Countries 2016. Focusing on Overview of Standardization in China, Overview and development of China forestry standardization, China standardization system and its development, China bamboo and rattan industry development and policies, Development and standardization of bamboo and rattan products, How to carry out standardization, Internationalization of bamboo and rattan standards of INBAR, ISO bamboo standardization, and bamboo and rattan products' customs code and international trade, etc. On the basis of lectures, extensive exchanges and in-depth discussion among participants and lecturers also arranged during the seminar. At the same time, field trips to bamboo germplasm base, bamboo museum, and leading bamboo companies in Anji and Taiping in Zhejiang Province and Anhui Province will also be organized. Officials will also be invited to attend the Launching Ceremony of ISO/TC296 Bamboo and Rattan Technical Committee, and the Dissemination Workshop of Prefabricated Bamboo Housing funded by Common Fund for Commodities. 
Through learning and exchanging advanced experience and achievements of Chinese forestry industry and bamboo and rattan sector, especially on the standardization, in order to train experts and management personnel for developing countries which have abundant bamboo and rattan resources, and set up ISO bamboo and rattan TC and help the development of standardization in developing countries. Through training, the participants will learn the international bamboo and rattan standardization status, gradually draft their own standards, and actively involved in international standardization process, and eventually promote the sustainable development of bamboo and rattan industries and fair trade order in developing countries.
